Q & A … How does Mardi Gras connect to Lent       

The terms "Mardi Gras" (  / m̍ɑrdiɡrɑ/ː),  
"Mardi Gras season", and "Carnival season", 
 in English, refer to events of the Carnival celebrations, beginning on or 
after Epiphany and culminating on the 
day before Ash Wednesday. Mardi Gras is French for Fat Tuesday, 
referring to the practice of the last night of eating richer, fatty foods before 
the ritual fasting of the Lenten season, which begins on Ash Wednesday; in 
English the day is sometimes referred to as Shrove Tuesday, from the word 
shrive, meaning "confess." Related  
popular practices are associated with celebrations before the fasting 
and religious obligations associated with the penitential season of Lent.

Q What are Small Groups at Faith U.M.C.? 
A Different churches organize their small groups differently.  Here at Faith, Small Groups are gatherings of 
people who commit to meeting together for specified times/dates around a specific interest/topic (eg. potlucks, 
book studies, genealogy, photography, etc.)  Small Group members are accountable to each other for support, 
encouragement, and help.  Confidentiality is stressed.  Presence and involvement are vital.  There is a sense of 
safety and openness that is fostered within Small Groups, even when differences of opinion are expressed.  Small 
Groups open and close with prayer.  Every Small Group engages in a group service project.
